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HAVE YOUR SAY ON
SNOW REMOVAL
SERVICES

Brampton'’s current winter maintenance service
contract for roads, sidewalks and transit stops
is being renewed.

Residents are invited to take this important
survey because the outcome may change taxes
for all households, although not all households
will receive the services.

+ Itwould cost about $2.6 million, an average
of $12 per year, per household in property
taxes to clear sidewalks.

+ It would cost about $19.6 million, an
average of $86 per year, per household in
property taxes to clear windrows (snow
ridges left by snowplows) from driveways.

COMBATTING AUTO THEFT

In recent years, auto thefts have dramatically
increased, prompting Brampton to advocate for
stronger measures to protect its residents.

As a result, in May 2024, the Federal Government
introduced the National Action Plan on Combatting
Auto Theft, which identifies various measures, such as
improving security and monitoring at Canadian ports,
that can be implemented by the Federal, Provincial and
Territorial governments.

To assist residents from auto thefts, the City is
expanding its giveaway of signal blocking pouches,
which may prevent relay attacks by blocking the signal
from vehicle key FOBs. Residents can request a free
pouch, generously sponsored by Performance Auto
